Initially settled in 1844 by the free black man Levi Jones, Nauck
began its gradual growth into an African American community when
former residents of Freedman’s Village began moving here after the
Civil War. Availability of the streetcar by 1900 spurred additional resi-
dential construction as a rail line connected Nauck to Rosslyn and the
District of Columbia.

Many Arlington families have deep roots in Nauck. Black children
from around the county attended school exclusively in Nauck begin-
ning in 1875. Children of all races have attended school in Nauck
since 1971, when Arlington's last all-black school, Drew Elementary,
became Drew Model School.
